pressures from hunting.

Remember to be extra careful in parking lots this time of year. During
the holiday season they are hectic.

This allows you to remove in the middle of the day when it gets warmer and put it back on in the evening.

Know the warning signs of hypothermia; feeling cold, getting the chills
and shallow breathing.
