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15 Tips For Riding In Traffic

Partl (1-5)
Close your eyes and recall your last ride in heavy traffic. Imagine the vehicles around you, crowding
you, boxing you in and cutting you off. Imagine yourself monitoring traffic speed, reading street
signs, anticipating traffic lights, and guessing what pedestrians are going to do. Then there is the
soccer mom with a car load of screaming kids, a teenager driving and talking on a cell phone. Riding
in traffic is a nightmare. Is it any wonder so many of us motorcyclist have more accidents while rid-
ing on congested streets? Here are some smart strategies for dealing with traffic-choked streets.

Watch drivers’ head and mirrors

Watching the head movements of drivers through their rear window and our mirrors is a way to antic-
ipate sudden moves. Most drivers will not turn left or right without first moving their heads one way
of the other.

Trust your mirrors but not fotally

Your motorcycle mirrors can be lifesavers, but they don’t always tell you the entire story even if ad-
justed properly. Verify your mirror generated rear view with a quick glance over the appropriate
shoulder.

Never get between a vehicle and an off ramp
This sounds simple, but vehicle drivers who decide to exit at the last minute kill plenty of riders
each year.

Cover your brakes
In traffic you must often react quickly. In traffic reduce your reach time by always
Keep a couple of finger on the brake lever and your right foot close to the rear brake pedal.

Be noticed

Make sure you can be seen from a distance by both drivers and pedestrians. Ride

with your lights on and wear brightly colored gear (especially your helmet and jacket).
