From our Ride Coordinator — John

I want to start by thanking Roger Early for his many years as the Chapter C Ride Coordina-
tor. Roger set a high bar on consistently organizing and leading really great rides for our chap-
ter. I will do my best to measure up to Roger’s standard.

Allow me to introduce myself. I am John Conner, a Florida native and lived in the Pittsburgh, PA
area for 12 years before moving to Frankfort, KY in July 2014. I first rode a motorcycle at age 15
when I got a Honda CB-100. I rode it for 3 years and put 10,000 miles on it. Then I got a car my
Senior year of High School. 36 years later, at age 52, I finally satisfied my itch to get back on a
motorcycle and bought a new 2008 Honda ST-1300. I put over 60,000 miles on the ST in 7

years. | joined Chapter C in the fall of 2014, a few months after moving to Frankfort. After select-
ing our home in Frankfort, I purchased a 2001 Gold Wing. Today I have put 36,000 miles on it in
a little over 3 years.

My riding style has been mostly solo or 2-bike long distance trips. In Pennsylvania, I rode a lot of
Ride-to-Eat trips of 200 — 250 miles one way to meet up with friends for lunch. After spending a
couple hours dining and visiting, I would ride home. Many of these day trips were between 500
and 600 miles. My longest trip on the ST was from the Pittsburgh area to Moonshine, IL
(Moonshine Lunch Run) to Key West, FL and return to PA. I road about 4,100 miles with a friend
from Hummelstown, PA on that trip. I surpassed this in 2016 when Earl Broome and I road to
Wing Ding in Billings, MT, and then on to Spokane, WA, before returning home. That trip was
about 5,400 miles.

As I pick up the mantle of Ride Coordinator I would like to ask you, what kind of rides most inter-
est you? We currently have rides planned through September but starting in October, we need to
get some specific rides planned. I solicit your input. I will be planning rides for 2019 over the
winter months. Please keep feeding me your ideas so I can put together rides you will enjoy. Talk
with me at the meetings, call me and visit, or drop me an email.
